Glover, scientific director of the Department of Genetics at the University of Cambridge, UK and simultaneously, biology professor at the California Institute of Technology, USA, has shown an outstanding, internationally renowned research and teaching career in the field of molecular genetics.  
He has received his Ph.D.  degree in 1972 at the University College, London, UK, one of the best Graduate School in biochemistry in Europe. During his illustrious career spanning almost half of a century, he published over 290 research papers in high impact international journals (with a cumulative impact factor above 1700) and 19 books. He has conducted original and highly influential research in the fields of recombinant DNA technology, cell proliferation and Drosophila genome project.
The many prizes and honors he received from scientific institutions are visible signs of the acknowledgement of his achievements by the international research community. To name a few: he is an elected member of EMBO, the Human Genom Organization, the Royal Society, the Royal Society of Edinburgh and the American Association for the Advancement of Science.
The University of Szeged has conferred upon Professor Glover the noble title of Doctor Honoris Causa not only in recognition of his achievements in research but also to honor his personal contribution in starting and expanding collaboration with our University. He initiated many scientific cooperation with members of our University and mentored the early career stages of many SZTE graduates and young scientists. He made them possible to join world-class research. In addition to our University, he has a close relationship with the BRC as well, served for years as a member of their Foreign Advisory Board.
